The Government has seen some press reports relating to the examination of the “The Civil Liability for Nuclear Damage Bill, 2010” by the Parliamentary Standing Committee on Science & Technology, Environment & Forests. It has been suggested in these reports that the Government has conveyed to the Committee its decisions to delete/modify certain provision of the draft legislation. The bill is now under consideration of the Standing Committee which is examining all aspects of the bill. The Government’s role is limited and will continue to be restricted to providing inputs in response to queries put to it by the Committee.       
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
